“‘DIGRESSION AND DIVISION”

[Written by brother Dub McClish, preacher for the
Northpoint Church of Christ in Denton, TX.]

A century ago, brethren who w
determined to have what pleased them in rel
(primarily musical instruments in worship ¢
the use of missionary societies) were willing
sacrifice respect for both the statement anc
silence of Scripture to have their idols. T
digressive element eventually captured
majority of the congregations, almost all of
schools, and many of the papers publishe
brethren. Those “loving liberals” of yestery
forced out those who were determined to obs
the limits imposed by the law of Christ. Th
who loved the Truth were in the minority, an
most cases they had to begin all over agai
meeting in homes and rented facilities.

Universal division in the churches
Christ cannot come at once. There is no ht
head to order such simultaneous action. Thu
division gradually took place over almost he
century, congregation by congregation. It
recognized as complete in 1906 by the fe(
census.

As sad as it is to admit, because ol
similar digression in recent decades, tf
church has once more undergone a simil;
division that is almost complete.One must t
abysmally ignorant or unwilling to face reality
deny it. Liberals (many of them young :
disgustingly elitist, impudent, and irrevere
have come out of their “closets” in droves in
past three or four decades. The move has be
for some time by this element to blend the Lc
church in with the denominations (beginr
with the Independent Christian Church).

The schools have been a major for
the latter digression just as they were in
former one. Many congregations have alre
been captured (especially the larger one
metropolitan areas). These are “long gone
their steady march toward full-blo
denominationalism, and leopards are more li
to become spotless than these apostate s«
and congregations are to repent. Many chui
have already divided because of these matte
some cases the digressive element has left tc
its “freedom” when unable to seize control
more cases it has gained control
congregations, forcing all objectors eithel
