According to Paul, Christians are “labourers

together with God” (1 Cor. 3:9). The Christian

life ought to be filled with work for the Master.

Based on the hope of the resurrection, Paul said:
Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye
stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in
the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye
know that your labour is not in vain in the
Lord (15:58).

The work of the Lord involves the greatest
privileges, responsibilities, and rewards of any
area of work known to man.
